When I was woven together in the depths of the earth, your eyes saw 

my unformed body. All the days ordained for me were written in your 

book before one of them came to be.”

Conception is a gift from God. 

Genesis 25:21 - “Isaac prayed to the Lord on behalf of his wife, be-

cause she was barren. The Lord answered his prayer and Rebekah be-

came pregnant.” 

(Exodus 23:25-26, 1 Samuel 1:1-20) 

 

 

Children are a gift from the Lord. 
Psalm 127:3-5 - “Sons are a heritage from the Lord, children a reward  

from him. Like arrows in the hands of a warrior are sons born in one’s  

youth. Blessed is the man whose quiver is full of them.” 

(Genesis 33:5)

forgive us our sins and purify us from all unrighteousness.” 

(Romans 5:20-21, Galatians 6:1)
