must… 

 

1. Meet both the physical and spiritual needs of those around 

us. (Matthew 9:35) 

 

 How do we meet spiritual needs? 

 

• Be a safe person for others to confide in. 

• Be slow to speak and quick to listen. (James 1:19) 

• Be quick to ask questions and slow to give advice. 

• Don’t be a “know-it-all” or “fixer”. 

• Point them to the Scriptures for answers. 

• Help them find the spiritual resources they need. 

 

 

 

2. Reflect the compassion of Jesus. (Matthew 9:36) 

 

 How do we grow in compassion for the spiritually lost? 

 

• We recognize the depth of our own sinfulness. 

• We recognize we were not smart enough to rescue 

ourselves. 

• We recognize God’s grace in our lives.
