Sunday The triumphal entry into Jerusalem. Mark 11:1-11
Monday Cleanses the temple in Jerusalem. Mark 11:15-19
Tuesday The Sanhedrin challenges Jesus’ Luke 20:1-8
authority.
Jesus foretells the destruction of Matthew 24, 25

Jerusalem and His Second Coming.
Mary anoints Jesus at Bethany. John 12:2-8
